Andrew W.K. burst onto the scene with a hybrid of metal, pop, 
and dance that parodied and paid tribute to the cheesiest, 
sleaziest aspects of all three styles. The California-born, 
Michigan-bred W.K. — the initials stand for everything from 
“White Killer” to “Women Kum” to “Wilkes-Krier,” the surnames 
of his mom and dad — began classical piano lessons at age 
four and moved on to playing in Detroit punk and metal bands, 
including the Pterodactyls. The buzz around W.K. has resulted in 
a gig opening for the Foo Fighters as well as deals with Island/
Def Jam in the U.S. and Mercury in the U.K.

Ohio's McCafferty began as most good 
earworms should: melodies looped into and 
blended with pop-rock backbeats, a knack 
for urgent relatability, and a dedication to 
capturing a universal feeling.

Sweepyheads is a three-piece Cleveland 
rock band with garage and punk influences. 
Their music celebrates the power behind raw 
emotion filtered through guitars, drums, bass, 
screaming, and singing.

The Venus Flytraps are not a Rock band: They 
are not Indie, Garage or Grindie. They are a new 
ROCK AND ROLL band from the Midwestern 
Jungle concocting tight hook-laden anthems 
designed with the fiendish in mind.
